Tomorrow

Better World Books has been designated as the focus of the District Project for 
Capital this service year.  Along with the groupôs five affiliated partners, Capital will be 
helping BWB raise books and funds to send to countries throughout the world that 
need literature as well as saving books from simply being thrown away. 

 Originally, BWB started out as a business set-up by three college buddies at the 
school of Notre Dame to sell out textbooks online.  However, as they began to collect 
more textbooks they found that thousands of old books were simply thrown out each 
year.  With this knowledge in mind, they began to sell back old textbooks to college 
students and donate part of the proceeds to libraries in developing libraries.  They also 

donated as many books as possible to schools 
with few reading materials.  Over the last few 
years they have developed branching partnerships 
with groups who focus on spreading literacy to 
the world. 

 The five partners of BWB are Invisible 
Children, Books for Africa, Room to Read, 
Worldfund, and The National Center for Family 
Literacy.  Invisible children seeks to aid children 
in Uganda in bettering their future through do-
nated books and funds that will go to programs 
run by the organization.  Books for Africa seeks to 
ñend the book famine in Africaò by collecting and 

shipping books to children in Africa.  Room to Read focuses on educating young chil-
dren, especially girls, by building libraries and opening new schools. Worldfund contrib-
utes to after-school programs and teacher education in Latin America through donating 
books and funds.  The National Center for Family Literacy educates both parents and 
children through book drives and fundraisers. 

 Each club should aim to help one if not more of these six groups in their goals 
throughout the year.  A service document will be sent out at the beginning of the school 
year which will contain more details on possible service projects to do with each of these 
partners. 

 

 

            

 

District Project:  

Serving with Better World Books

This past April, our club participated in the Bladensburg Waterfront Park Clean-
up, where we, alongside various community groups and families, helped clean up the 
Anacostia River.  However, before delving into the actual clean-up, the Anacostia war-
rants an introduction. 

The Anacostia may only be 8.4 miles long, but over those few short miles, it be-
comes an ecological disaster. One of the main problems is that there is a large amount of 
unprocessed sewage that flows into the river because of outdated sewage systems.  This 
makes the waters a health hazard not only for humans but also the fish and other 
aquatic life that live there; itôs not uncommon for hypoxic (low oxygen) conditions to 
develop, thereby killing oxygen-dependent organisms like fish. Unfortunately, we en-
countered dead fish that had washed ashore when we were there. Clearly, the Anacostia 
needed our help. 

Although we werenôt exactly in front of Congress lobbying for the sewage system 
around the Anacostia to be replaced, our presence in a community wide event sent a 
positive message that we care and that we are retaking this river as an area where families 
can walk, where fishermen can fish, and where we can all gather as a community. 

For half a day, we hopped on little ferryboats, wearing bright orange life vests, as 
we went from shore to shore picking up trash.  Even though there was an overwhelming 
amount of trash and debris lining these shores, it was reaffirming that through our 
work, we were keeping this area clean. The woods surrounding the river were beautiful, 
as we learned when we took a brief detour off the dirt path. Thankfully, we avoided get-
ting lost on the unmarked, branching paths, but I think we all learned to really appreci-
ate the area. 

Weôll definitely be pursuing more events in the future working with the Bladens-
burg Waterpark because our work there is for a wonderful cause: helping the environ-
ment through community involvement. Moreover, I personally feel that sometimes our 
service does not feel like it directly reaches the community. What was so rewarding 
about cleaning up the Anacostia River was seeing the once detritus-ridden shores clean 
when we were ferried back to shore. We had done that.
